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Locally, the Northeast Florida Regional Council prepared a Local Vulnerable Population Assessment for
the nine counties in Region 3 Regional Domestic Security Taskforce (RDSTF) area, which is a
comprehensive report that assesses the status of the County’s vulnerable population. This assessment
provides current vulnerable population data and estimated 2015 analysis of vulnerable populations
and accompanying statistics. This is an informational assessment to allow Health Department and
County Emergency Preparedness another tool in planning for the future.

The following tables show the 2010 data provided for ten variables, identified by the Florida
Department of Health, and is accompanied by an estimate of the same variables for the year 2015.
For example, for Flagler County, a straight-line projection of 3.36% change per year was assumed for
total population increase and this is consistent with year-to-year estimates provided by the 2010 US
Census for this county. The Bureau of Economic and Business Research (BEBR) medium population
projections were used. Each variable’s definition is provided.

Variable Definitions

e Elderly—Elder Population (65 and older) — this is defined by the 2010 US Census as the
length of time in completed years a person has lived. These ages are computed at the
time of the Census date. Understanding the age group vyields insights into changing
phenomena and highlights future social, economic, and emergency related challenges.

o Disabled—Disabled Population by age and hearing, vision, cognitive, ambulatory and self-
care. This definition of disability is not always alike so caution should be taken when
making comparisons. The ACS has replaced the decennial long-form as the source for
small area statistics, and there is no disability data in the 2010 Census.

¢ Non-English speaking—No one age 14 and over speaks English or speaks English very
well. This is data that provide linguistically isolated households in which no persons age 14
or over speaks English at least very well, or no one 14 years of age and older speaks
English.
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¢ Populations residing in residential shelters—Group Quarters Population by sex, age,
and type of Group Quarters. Group quarters is a place where people live or stay, in a
group living arrangement, that is owned or managed by an entity or organization providing
housing and/or services for the residents. This is not a typical household-type living
arrangement. These services may include custodial or medical care as well as other types
of assistance, and residency is commonly restricted to those receiving these services.
People living in group quarters are usually not related to each other and may include those
who are homeless. Group quarters include such places as college residence halls,
residential treatment centers, skilled nursing facilities, group homes, military barracks,
correctional facilities, and workers’ dormitories.

¢ Developmentally Disabled—living in assisted living or small group homes as defined by
the Population in Group Quarters above.

¢ Community Based—Specialty Care Adults who use special equipment due to a health
problem. This may include a life support system or oxygen, etc. People who require the
use of special equipment such as a cane, a wheelchair, a special bed. People with limited
income may have difficulty obtaining the equipment they require for daily activities.

e Specialty care populations—Populations requiring radiation therapy, methadone, and
oncology related needs, etc. This variable is based on the number of incidences in a
calculated quartile using the number of cancer incidences and hospitalizations associated
with specialty care short term and long term needs. This variable includes Chronic Lower
Respiratory Disease, Skin Cancer, Cervical Cancer, Prostate Cancer, Colorectal Cancer, and
Lung Cancer.

e Migrant Population—Migrant population consists of moves where both the origin and
the destination are within or between county and state. This does not take into account
the number of births and deaths. The variable uses movers coming from a different state,
movers to a different state, movers from a different county within the state of Florida, and
movers to a different county within Florida.

e Economically Disadvantaged—Poverty status in the past 12 months of families
(families, married couples, female householder, no husband present), this includes with
related children under 18 years. Also includes 65 and older with SSI, stamps, etc. If a
family’s total income is less than the dollar value of the appropriate threshold, then that
family and every individual in it are considered to be in poverty. The poverty thresholds do
not vary geographically. They are updated annually to allow for changes in the cost of
living (inflation factor) using the Consumer Price Index (CPI).

e Dialysis - Due to the confidential nature of dialysis care and treatment, data for the
county could not be acquired.

The higher number vulnerable population in Flagler County is elderly, which is defined as population
65 years and older (US Census). The vulnerable population numbers are comparable to each other,
and cannot be combined. An example is an elderly individual who may qualify for specialty care,
require a wheelchair, and meets the requirement for poverty status. Hence, aggregation of the ten
variables artificially increases the total vulnerable population. It is recommended that each variable
parameter be compared relative to the other variables. This approach provides a statistically sound
“trend” to better assist in health related emergency planning.
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Statewide, a more comprehensive look at the vulnerable population was completed in 2012. A report
was issued to the Florida Department of Health from the University of South Carolina’s Hazards and
Vulnerability Research Institute titled: /ncorporating Medical and Social Vulnerability into an All-
Hazards Assessment for the State of Florida. This project provides a new approach to regional
assessments of potential hazard impacts by presenting an empirically and geographically referenced
assessment for the entire State. The social vulnerability analysis alone includes twenty-eight variables
and is based on the Social Vulnerability Index (SoVIl), which is a quantitative measure of social
vulnerability to environmental hazards. The Medical Vulnerability analysis included in the project was
a great challenge, as there is often a lack of health incidence data. The analysis relied on a recently
developed Medical Vulnerability Index (MedVI) and expanded upon the indicators for Florida.

Overall, the project and creation of the final report provide an additional tool for Emergency
Management Planners to utilize to better understand and protect their citizens. The data and
identification of relevant patterns can help with the assessment of programmatic needs and resource
allocation for local Health Departments. The entire report can be downloaded from the Florida
Division of Emergency Management here:

D. Critical Facility Vulnerability Analysis

To update the critical facilities inventory the RPC conducted a rigorous and iterative process.. Specific
attention was paid to health care facilities such as hospitals and nursing homes; emergency response
agencies, hazardous materials, mobile home parks, schools and colleges and community centers.
Where possible, communications resources and community infrastructure /utilities such as water and
waste-water facilities were located by latitude and longitude and overlaid on the storm tide limits
map. Each facility has the name, location, lat/long coordinates, description, critical code and results
of the 2013 surge analysis based on the most accurate topographic data and the SLOSH model.

The Critical Facility Inventory (Data base) includes a comprehensive list of critical facilities identified
by the State and County Emergency Management Agencies. This inventory is not published as part of
the report. However, selected facilities which may require evacuation or mitigation are identified in
the tables and maps which follow. The tables indicate vulnerability from storm surge (based on the
SLOSH model), freshwater flooding (based on the FEMA Flood Maps) and wildfire (Wildfire
Interface/Levels of Concern).

The following illustration identifies the potential storm surge heights on a county landmark. This
